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Uniform Reminders for 2011-2012
In case you do some "back to school" shopping before August, please note the following guidelines that will be 

enforced for shoes and book bags: 
·  Low-cut dress shoes of leather or leather substitute in solid black, brown, navy or gray are required. Backless 

shoes will be permitted as long as the front of the foot is enclosed. Clogs and mules are acceptable. Sperry’s are 
allowed as long as the primary part of the shoe is a solid color as stated above.  Sandals, flip-flops, tennis, 
canvas, plastic, cloth or athletic shoes are not permitted. Students must have shoes tied and on their feet at all 
times. 

·  Book bags are for student convenience to transport materials to and from school. In the interest of student health 
and safety, book bags must remain in lockers during the school day. Purses/bags that are carried during the 
school day should be no larger than 16" x 16". This will provide ample room for the calculator, pens, pencils, 
markers, wallets and the student planner.

Cell Phones 
Our cell phone policy is designed and implemented to preserve academic integrity. As you know, the use of 
electronics (of all types) presents many challenges for schools. The best way for you, as parents, to support us in this 
endeavor is to make sure that you are familiar with the policy which is stated below. 
Cell phones may be brought to school under the following conditions: 
·  Cell phones must be locked inside lockers and never carried by the student during the school day. 
·  No cell phones may be used to text message during the school day. 
·  No cell phones may be used for picture taking at any time. 
·  No harassment or threatening of persons via cell phone is permitted. 
·  Cell phones may not be used for game playing, Internet or e-mail access, gambling or making purchases    
 of any kind. 

·  In the morning before 7:55 a.m., students may use cell phones in the dining hall, lobby D, Sr. Carol 
 Gregory Hall and all adjacent hallways. 

·  After the dismissal bell (2:53) students may use their phones in any area except classrooms and the main 
 office.

Confiscated cell phones will be returned to the student after a $50.00 fine has been paid and a parent has 
contacted the Dean of Students.

Public school buses will begin transportation as follows:
 Evergreen: August 17       
 Perrysburg: information unavailable from Perrysburg, please call them directly after Aug. 8        
 Rossford: August 17 (from Glenwood School - buss leaves there at 7:25 am)     
 Springfield: August 17   
 Sylvania: August 17-30 from Northview or Southview; beginning August 31 from neighborhood
 Washington Local:  August 17-23 from Whitmer; beginning August  24 from the neighborhood

Sylvania bus riders:  Your daughter will need to be dropped off at your public high school transfer point location 
(either Northview or Southview by 7:15) from August 17 to August 30.  Pick up in your neighborhood will begin 
August 31 (the first day of school for Sylvania).  

The PM transportation is as always—Springfield bus will pick up from NDA and will take NDA students to the 
transfer lot at Holland Sylvania & Center (former K-mart), arriving at 3:30, where they will transfer to their bus 
taking them home.

If Sylvania schools have a scheduled day off or a late start, you will be picked up at the transfer points (Northview or 
Southview).  The only exception is winter and spring break.  If NDA/NDJA has a delayed start, there will be no am 
bus service.  The afternoon busses will run as scheduled.

Washington Local bus riders:  You will need to be dropped off at Whitmer from August 17-23.  Pick up in your 
neighborhood will begin August 24 (the first day of school for Washington Local).
    

Anthony Wayne School District:  Anthony Wayne does not transport to NDA, parents can apply for “payment in 
lieu of”.  The information must be in the Anthony Wayne Local School Office by Friday, October 1, 2010.  You may 
send a letter of request to Anthony Wayne Administrative Center, 9565 Bucher Rd,. PO Box 2487, Whitehouse, Ohio 
43571.  Be sure to include student name, address, city, phone number, parent and school of attendance.  Call Stephen

Here are some general reminders from Sylvania School District Transportation:
1 High School Transfer: If your student utilizes the Northview or Southview transfer point, they need 
to be at the high school no later than 7:15 am.  All transfer busses leave at that time to deliver non public 
students to their perspective school.
2 PM K-Mart Transfer : Students who utilize the pm K-Mart transfer arrive at the transfer point by 
3:30 pm.  They then transfer directly to their homebound bus.  At no time are students allowed to wait 
outside the bus.  Parents may pick up their student from the transfer point.  All parents  must be parked out 
of the way of busses and students no 
later than 3:25.  If the student was 
supposed to be picked up and no 
parent has arrived by the time the 
busses are ready to leave the student 
will be required to ride the bus 
home. Home arrival times may vary 
due to ridership.  
3 Scheduled Late Start:  
When Sylvania schools are on a 
scheduled late start student’s will 
need to have transportation to the 
appropriate high school and transfer 
busses will run as scheduled.  There 
will be no am bus service from the 
student’s residence to the transfer 
point.  Afternoon busses will run as 
scheduled.
4 Weather Delays: When 
Sylvania Schools are delayed due to 
weather, all busses will run their full 
am route at the delayed time.                                                                                                                          
The afternoon busses will run as 
scheduled.
5 Non-Public Delay: When 
non-public schools are delayed, 
there will be no am bus service.  The 
afternoon busses will run as 
scheduled.
6 Early Dismissal: When non-
public schools have early dismissal, 
all busses will run at their regular 
times.  However, students need to be 
ready to board as soon as the bus 
arrives.
